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Abstract. Libraries play a strategic role in promoting access to information and
consolidating quality education. This study analyzes the relationship between the
foundations of S. R. Ranganathan’s Five Laws of Library Science [1] and
Sustainable Development Goal 4 (SDG 4), which aims to ensure inclusive,
equitable, and quality education, promoting lifelong learning opportunities. This
is a qualitative, theoretical, and exploratory research, based on literature review
and content analysis. Classical works of Library Science, scientific publications,
and official United Nations documents [2] were consulted to identify
convergences between library science principles and the goals of the 2030
Agenda. The results show that Ranganathan’s Five Laws, focused on access to
information, personalized services, effective organization, user time-saving, and
the dynamic growth of libraries, provide a solid foundation for the role of libraries
as educational agents. These laws directly align with SDG 4, especially in terms
of digital inclusion, learning mediation, and the promotion of critical reading. It
is concluded that the integration of these two frameworks contributes to the
redefinition of libraries as pedagogical spaces and agents of social
transformation. It is recommended that libraries be effectively included in public
education policies, with emphasis on their pedagogical, informational, and
inclusive roles.
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Resumo. As bibliotecas exercem um papel estratégico na promogao do acesso a
informacgdo e na consolidacdo de uma educagdo de qualidade. Este estudo analisa
a relagdo entre os fundamentos das Leis da Biblioteconomia de S. R.
Ranganathan [1]e o Objetivo de Desenvolvimento Sustentavel 4 (ODS 4), que
visa assegurar educagdo inclusiva, equitativa e de qualidade, promovendo
oportunidades de aprendizagem ao longo da vida. Trata-se de uma pesquisa
qualitativa, de caréter tedrico e exploratorio, baseada em revisdo bibliografica e
analise de conteudo. Foram consultadas obras classicas da Biblioteconomia,
publicagdes cientificas e documentos oficiais da ONU [2], a fim de identificar
convergéncias entre os principios biblioteconémicos e as metas da Agenda 2030.
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Os resultados demonstram que as cinco leis de Ranganathan, voltadas ao acesso
a informacdo, personalizagdo dos servigos, organizagdo eficaz, economia do
tempo do usuario e crescimento das bibliotecas, fundamentam a atuagdo das
bibliotecas como agentes educacionais. Essas leis dialogam diretamente com o
ODS 4, especialmente no que tange a inclusdo digital, mediag@o da aprendizagem
e promogdo da leitura critica. Conclui-se que a integracdo entre os dois
referenciais contribui para a ressignificagdo das bibliotecas como espagos
pedagogicos e de transformacdo social. Recomenda-se a inser¢ao efetiva das
bibliotecas nas politicas publicas de educagdo, com énfase em sua atuagdo
pedagogica, informacional e inclusiva.
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
