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Resumo. Esta pesquisa busca compreender os desafios de integragdo encontrados pelo
professor estrangeiro em Portugal, relativamente as transformagodes epistemoldgicas
em torno da sua identidade profissional. Procura investigar no quadro das ciéncias
contemporaneas, pertinentes a educacdo - especialmente na Teoria da complexidade
de Edgar Morin (2001) - quais os fatores fenomenoldgicos que contribuem para os
efeitos das mudangas ocorridas nos processos didaticos-pedagdgicos, relacionados
com a (re)construcdo da identidade do perfil socioprofissional e da pratica discursiva
do docente estrangeiro, nomeadamente nas escolas bésicas e secundarias do Sistema
Portugués de Ensino. O estudo parte da ideia de que ¢ importante identificar e analisar
o perfil do professor estrangeiro, a fim de detetar e entender como a sua identidade
profissional ¢ afetada em contexto de profissionalidade estrangeira (Gao, 2010; Leigh,
2019; Yip at al., 2019). Objetiva contribuir para a averiguacao das mudangas situadas
no ambito da identidade profissional e cultural do professor imigrante e das
adequagdes didaticas, enviesadas pelos constructos idiossincraticos dos saberes
pedagogicos, presentes na construgdo da sua pratica. A metodologia utilizada serd a
de natureza qualitativa, recorrendo as técnicas de observagdo, grupos focais e de
analise documental. A investiga¢do sera realizada em Portugal Continental com os
professores das escolas bésicas e secundarias do ensino publico e das escolas privadas.
Como resultado da pesquisa, espera-se enfatizar a importancia de novas politicas
publicas necessarias para o desenvolvimento da integrag@o identitaria dos professores
estrangeiros em Portugal, bem como a contribui¢do para o bom desenvolvimento de
préaticas pedagogicas inovadoras, justificadas diante da multiculturalidade contida na
(1)migragdo, diversidade, inclusdo e desenvolvimento profissional docente, presentes
na atualidade.
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Abstract. This research seeks to understand the integration challenges faced by
foreign teachers in Portugal, particularly with regard to the epistemological
transformations surrounding their professional identity. It aims to investigate, within
the framework of contemporary educational sciences—especially Edgar Morin’s
Theory of Complexity (2001)—the phenomenological factors that contribute to the
effects of changes occurring in didactic—pedagogical processes related to the
(re)construction of the socioprofessional identity profile and the discursive practice of
foreign teachers, particularly in basic and secondary schools within the Portuguese
Education System. The study is based on the premise that it is important to identify
and analyze the profile of foreign teachers in order to detect and understand how their
professional identity is affected in contexts of foreign professional practice (Gao,
2010; Leigh, 2019; Yip et al., 2019). It aims to contribute to the examination of
changes related to the professional and cultural identity of immigrant teachers, as well
as to didactic adaptations shaped by idiosyncratic constructs of pedagogical
knowledge present in the development of their practice. The methodology adopted is
qualitative in nature, employing observation, focus groups, and documentary analysis
techniques. The research will be conducted in mainland Portugal with teachers from
public and private basic and secondary schools. As expected outcomes, the study seeks
to emphasize the importance of new public policies necessary to support the
development of identity integration among foreign teachers in Portugal, as well as to
contribute to the advancement of innovative pedagogical practices justified by the
multicultural context inherent to (im)migration, diversity, inclusion, and
contemporary teacher professional development.
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
