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The abstract must be written in English, using Times New Roman, size 12. The abstract should contain between 250-500 words, fitting entirely on one page. The margin limit should be 3 cm on top and left, and 2 cm on the bottom and right. The line and paragraph spacing must be single (1.0) and the lines must be justified. The abstract should consist of one paragraph. Pictures and tables are not allowed in the abstract. The title must contain no more than 20 words in bold. Identify the presenting author with an asterisk, who must be registered for the symposium. Provide the email address of the corresponding author. The other authors should be identified by their respective institutional affiliation. The abstract should have an introduction, the objective, materials and methods, results and discussion, and a conclusion. Do not include references. Exactly three keywords must be provided. Information regarding research funding, animal ethics committee approval, SISGEN registration and acknowledgments should be included at the end of the abstract, if applicable. Formulas and equations should be legible, with clear subscripts and superscripts. After the equation, define all symbols used. Units must follow the International System of Units (SI). Some units in SI require capitalization (e.g. liter - L or newton – N), while other units don’t need capitalization (e.g. gram - g or second – s). Use percentage without space (e.g. 10%). Insert a space between a number and unit (e.g. 50 kg or 30 °C). For compound units, either use a slash (/) or negative exponents (e.g. m/s or m s-1, kg/m3 or kg m-3). For chemical compounds to represent valences use the number followed by the charge (e.g. Ca2+ or SO42-). To represent isotopes, place the number before the element symbol (e.g. 14C). The English language uses a period for decimals (e.g. 2.5 or 3.75) and comma for thousands (e.g. 4,500 or 5,275.25). Use the common name of active ingredients of chemical formulations, use the trader name only if necessary. The deadline to submit your abstract is July 17th, 2026.
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
